Being teachable...

To be “T'eachable children of God’ and to grow in his knowledge,
understanding and wisdom. We basically need 2 things:

1) We must have Aumnility ( a constant humble heart )

2) Also, we must have /listening ears

Without these 2 attributes our growth will be severely stunted



We need to ask ourselves:

1) Am I really a teachable person?
2) Do I want to be taught of God or stay as I am?
3) Does self pride get in Gods way?




Questions to consider

1) Am I opento other people’s ideas or thoughts about
something that you may assume you know all about.

2) Am I a good listener? or Do I talk more than listen!!

3) Am I willingto actually change my opinions based on new
factual nformation or stubbornly remain in your own opinions!

4) Do I readily admit when I am actually wrong!

5) Am I willing to ask questions, maybe for help with
direction 1n a certain issue 1n life.

6) Am I willing to listen to perhaps a much younger person
(let’s say, maybe a more mature believer than yourself.

7) Do I act defensively when constructively criticised face to \
face or otherwise or do I listen for perhaps some truth in
that criticism.
